Wood Turning with Steve Heeley — Steve Heeley
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Ken Allen’s demonstration

It is always a pleasure to have a demonstration by a professional turner who is not only a member of the club but who is
also a founder member. Now, yes we have watched Ken Allen many times but he always comes up with something which
is inspiring and encouraging, you know, the sort of thing which makes you want to get straight into the workshop the
minute you get home and start shaping wood!

Let's do fruit says Ken and straight away | was enthused because | have never made fruit - not an apple or a lemon and
certainly not a banana! - and the project for the first half of the evening was to be a pear. He had a very nice piece of very
plain wood, and Ken suggested that for most fruit, and particularly pears, a timber with little or no figuring in it would be
the most suitable. The idea being that too much grain effect in the wood would detract from the all important feature - the
shape. Timber such as box, sycamore or maple would be ideal.

Now, if | was going to make a pear the first thing | would do would be to turn the main piece - the pear itself. But not Ken,
Oh no! Make the stem first was his advice and this he proceeded to do, choosing a piece of dark wood which made a nice
contrast with the box. Turning this part took only a few minutes but it included sawing a 'flat' with a hacksaw and grinding
it smooth with a sanding disk. Also at this stage he made the little bit which goes at the other end called the? Does
anybody know what this is called, he asked and of course none of us did know.

Now for the main part which in essence is a simple double curve shape but the secret is to get the proportions right. But
what is right? Since pears come in many different shapes because of the fact that there are many different varieties and
qualities, you could say that 'whatever shape you make it it will be alright. Within reason, of course! Ken soon had it
looking like a proper pear. It would have done for me anyway. But our demonstrator still had a trick up his sleeve after he
pointed out that fruit generally is not symmetrical. Try cutting an apple in half and you will see that more often than not,
one half is bigger than the other. And so it is with pears, so to incorporate this feature, Ken did a second turning with the
pear set slightly off centre. Only very slightly but afterwards, you could see a distinct difference in the symmetry of the
pear. A quick sanding and polishing and the pear was complete. Good enough to eat!

One of the things that marks out a good demonstrator is the ability to keep talking while he is doing the turning - telling
short anecdotes, little jokes and reminiscences of his experiences in a lifetime of professional turning. With Ken Allen you
get this in full measure. There is never a dull moment and the members responded to his lighthearted chat in a most
friendly way.

Now for the second half of the evening. Ken said that he wanted to make a little box, the sort that is known as a ' balm
pot' and for this he chose a piece of Masur Birch. Apparently, these used to be buried in the coffins with plague victims,
filled with the best creams and lotions known to man at that time, in the hope that by the time they got to heaven their ills
would all be cured. A nice story!

There is no need for me to describe every detail of Ken's craftmanship here, it is well known to us all by now but when |
say that the piece of timber he used was no more than about 4 inches by 3 inches and the finished box had a foot, a lid
and was finished off with a small inlay feature, you will be able to visualise the end result. The inside of the box had sides
which blended into the base, all the better to extract the balm on the end of your finger and get out every last drop of the
healing ointment.

And then, suddenly, it was all over. A well earned - and deserved - round of applause for Ken and a chance for club
members to handle the items and look in detail at the shape, the finish, the snug fit of the lid, and the proportions of each
of the two delightful items. It really is amazing what these professional turners can produce in a couple of hours. Oh, |
nearly forgot. That detail at the bottom of the pear, opposite the stem. What did Ken call it? Oh yes. The calyx!

Thank you very much Ken. | am sure that the members will very much be looking forward to your next demo with us.
